
THE WHITRET REEL  (R 8x32) 

1-4
1C set and cast off; 2C step up on bars 3-4.

5-6
2C and 3C petronella to form a line up and down the middle.

7-8
All set: 1C rotate on spot, pulling RSh back, to face clockwise.

9-16
All 3 couples dance a weasel reel:


2C and 3C dance half a RSh reel of four in the centre, leaving the reel at either end to dance; men up the men's side and ladies down the ladies' side. 1C dance clockwise to the ends to join the reel, replacing the person leaving the reel. From then on the person joining the reel passes a RSh with the person leaving the reel. Continue until all three couples reach the place they started the reel from.

17-18
2C and 3C turn RH once round while 1C dance clockwise to top/bottom of set.

19-22
1M picks up 2L, 1L picks up 3M, and promenade clockwise half way while 2M and 3L turn LH one and a half times.

23-24
1C dance on to 2nd place own sides and in to meet while 3C and 2C turn RH 3/4.

25-32
3C allemande.

 

P.S. A whitret is a Scottish word for a weasel. I pinched the weasel reel from a dance called The White Rabbit. The word whitret may derive from 'white rat'!
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
